The starting time for the first watch is at nominal sunset, 6:00 PM


The second watch at 9:00 PM


The third watch at 12:00 Midnight


The 4th watch at 3:00 AM.





All biblical references to time during the daylight part of the day are given by the hour of the day. 





The first hour starts at 6:00 AM


The seventh hour of the day begins at 12  Noon


The 12th hour of the day begins at 5:00 PM.
